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Abstract
This study aims to examine the extent of history teachers possession of
critical thinking skills in Al- salt Educational Directorate. The study sample
consisted of (e¥) male and female teachers. Ibrahim's (Y..)) test was

employed after examining its sycometric characteristics. This test consists of
(Av) items in history, divided into five tests which they are: Distinguishing

between historical facts and ideas; Identifying the objectivity and bias;
Forming inferences; Evaluating historical evidence and Establishing the
logical proposals.

The results of the study revealed that the degree of possession the critical
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thinking skills that history teachers have, was below the pedagogically

accepted level. This average can be determined by the level (

). The results

also showed that, there was no statistically significant difference in the extent

of history teachers possession of critical thinking skills due to gender.
Additionally, there were statistically significant differences due to experience
variable in favor of the long term expert teachers. In the light of the study
findings a number of recommendations were suggested and put forward.
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
