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              There are progresses in the health care services and become sensitive to clients’ cultural dimensions. These progresses challenged nursing educators and clinical practitioners to understand the significant effects of these challenges. The concept of patient safety is one of these challenges which becoming a need to be a concept within the context of nursing education. Also, it is a challenge to involve the nursing students into patient safety in their undergraduate class, this will help them to understand the concepts of patient safety, quality, and quality improvement and integrate them during their different clinical teaching. Building students’ safety knowledge needs to occur throughout nursing schools.


               This presentation has the following aims:


To explain the importance of integrating patient safety in nursing curriculum


To discuss the role of nurse educator in the integration of patient safety in the theoretical content


To discuss the importance of integrated patients safety into procedural skill training program.


         Patient safety education for nursing students is highly significant by providing evidence-based nursing care services and keep patients safety in the context of the human, clinical setting and workplace complexity.
